CODE OF ETHICS

A Code of Ethics outlines the fundamental principles and conduct for all members / committee members of Widowed Young Ireland.  Hereinafter referred to as WY Ireland.
It is based on the mutual respect of each WY Ireland member whilst serving the best interests of the group.
This Code should 
· Define accepted / acceptable behaviours 

· Promote high standards of practice 

· Establish a framework for mutual respect 

All WY Ireland members will act with integrity, respect and honesty in all interactions with each other. Every member / committee member will act with the upmost professionalism and in a courteous manner and should treat all members with respect at all times.
Membership of the WY Ireland Committee, in so far as is possible, shall reflect the diversity of WY’s common bond.
WY Ireland will:
· encourage representation and participation in social events and within the forum 

· actively seek to recruit new members 

· encourage different perspectives and respect diversity of opinion 

WY Ireland members will behave with dignity, respect and honesty with each other.
Each member will avoid circumstances in which personal interests appear to conflict with the group as a whole.
WY Ireland members entrust the committee with the responsibility for ensuring that all the WY Ireland resources including name, emblem, information and intellectual property are properly allocated and used.
Only registered members of WY Ireland can attend an official WY Ireland event, which will of course automatically include registered members children.
The WY Ireland committee members shall endevour to ensure that WY Ireland maintains its books and records with integrity, recording in a accurate and timely manner all financial transactions.
Where it is suspected that a breach of any Code of practice or other regulation has occurred it must be reported to the appropriate co-ordinator in accordance with WY Ireland’s Constitution.
